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We all know that e-learning is a worldwide trend that is increasing rapidly in a global knowledge society. Unfortunately, not all expectations have been met. The larger the scale of these implementations get, the more limitations we find throughout these offerings. Mainly, student criticism relates to lack of contact with instructors, poor communication, improper feedback, inadequate evaluation, etc. While the benefits of e-learning are well documented an mostly regard to the elimination of time and travel restraints, as well as lower costs, these other limitations must be adequately addressed if we wish to make e-learning an effective means of education. One possible solution to these limitations is the combination of internet based learning with traditional face-to-face encounters. While e-learning is very practical for text analysis and reflexive thinking, face-to-face encounters are best for group discussions and teacher-student feedback. These combined models, usually referred to as blended learning, can enhance the benefits while reducing the limitations of both methodologies. The main questions me must address when researching these topics consist of the relative importance we assign to each component so as to find the most effective balance between them.
